Thank you for choosing a high quality pump, developed and manufactured by Eurolube
Equipment AB Sweden.

These pump models, 5:1 are designed to deliver a range of light weight oils including gear
oils. The pump’s 2" bung adapter allows installation directly onto original containers or bulk
tanks. The stub pumps accepts a variety of different lenght and types
of extension and/or suction tubes. Please refer to the sales Catalogue for details on

A pump’s ability to deliver oil is based on the pressure (bar/psi) and quantity of air
supplied to the air- motor and the amount of material discharge (back) pressure to be
overcome within the system.

WARNING !

Do NOT use solvents or other explosive fluids. An explosion can result in the pumps when
aluminium and zink parts come in contacts with certain solvents. Never point a control valve
at any portion of your body or another person. Accidential discharge of pressure and/or
material can result in injury.

Read these instruction carefully before installation, operation or service.

DO NOT EXCEED MAX. AIR-PRESSURE.

Produktsakerhetsanvisningar
1. Pumpen dr avsedd for icke korrosiva och petroleumbaserade vatskor. Pumpen far EJ
anvandas for andra dndamal eller fér pumpning av bensin eller andra kemikalier.
. Kontrollera att alla anslutna komponenter dr avsedda for systemets arbetstryck.
3. Anvand ej hogre lufttryck @n nédvandigt for att uppnd god systemfunktion.
4. Fore systemet tas i drift bor alla rorledningar provtryckas med min. 1,3 x systemets
arbetstryck.
5. Fore arbete pa pump eller system pdborjas skall trycklufttillférseln kopplas bort och
vétskeledningen tryckavlastas.
. Kontrollera regelbundet alla komponenter med avseende pd skador eller lackage.
7. Sténg av eller koppla alltid bort tryckluften till pumpen 6ver natten och vid drift-
uppehall. Det kan intrdffa slangbrott, lackage pé systemet och dd kan en storre volym
vatska ldcka ut och t.ex hamna i avioppet.
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Allmant

Vitskepumpen bestdr av tvd sammanbyggda huvuddelar: En luftdriven dubbelverkande
kolvmotor och en dubbelverkande vatskedel. Vatskan sugs in i pumproret genom
bottenventilen vid uppétgdende rorelse pa kolven. Vatska trycks ut bade vid uppat-
gdende och nedatgdende rorelse. Forhdllandet mellan luftkolvens area och pumpkolvens
area anger tryckforhallandet. Om tryckforhdllandet dr 5:1 &r det teoretiska vatsketrycket
nar pumpen stannat, lika med 5ggr. lufttrycket. Returluften bldses ut och dampas via en
ljuddémpare.

Installation/Drift

. For bésta resultat rekommenderar vi att filter-regulator anvands pd luftanslutningen.

. Ta bort skyddsemballage och skyddspluggar fran pumpen.

. Montera fatadapter i darfor avsett hal. Ex.vis i fatets eller vaggfastets 2"-gdnga.

. Montera pumpen i fatadaptern i 6nskad riktning och niva.

. Montera utloppsledningen.

. Montera luftanslutningen. Starta pumpen genom att 6ka lufttrycket sakta och Iat

pumpen bygga upp vitsketryck.

7. Kontrollera att inga lackor finns pd luft och vétskeledningen. Det fér inte forekomma
ndgot ldckage pd sugsidan. For att erhdlla maximalt vakuum maste alla anslutningar
vara helt téta.

8. Oka lufttrycket till 1impligt arbetstryck.
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Vamning ! Det maximala tillatna lufttrycket &r 10bar Gverskrid inte denna gréans.
Service: Innan ndgon servicedtgdrd vidtages pd pumpen skall luftanslutningen stdngas
och vitsketrycket reduceras helt.

Underhdll

1. Vid allt arbete pé utrustningen skall tryckluften alltid stdngas av. Dérefter skall vétske-
ledningen avlastas fran allt tryck.

2. Tom och gor rent luftfilter frén kondenserat vatten och smuts.

3. Kontrollera att det inte finns ndgon form av ldckage i anslutningar, kopplingar eller
slangledningar. Kontrollera dven slangledningar med avseende pa slitage och
eventuella skador.

4. Hall alltid utrustningen ren fran smuts och frdmmande féremal. Allt smuts och
liknande som kommer ned i fatet kommer att pumpas ut i rorledningssystemet.

5. Vid byte av fat dr det viktigt att det inte fastnar fororeningar pd pumproret.
Fororeningarna foljer med ner i fatet och fororenar oljan.

6. Ha ett uppsamlingskérl till hands vid avlastning eller bortkoppling av rorledning.

Service

1. Fér din personliga sdkerhet skall luftmotorn vara frankopplad frdn tryckluftnatet under
allt servicearbete. Vid provkdrning skall stor férsiktighet iakitas.

2. Vid servicearbete pa pumpen &r det noga med att férhindra uppkomst av repor och
skador pa tdtningar och glidytor. Skydda delarna frdn stoft och fororeningar. Var
noga med att hélla verktyg och arbetsbénk rena. Var mycket forsiktig vid montering
och demontering av manschetter och O-ringar. Vid minsta tecken pd forslitning eller
skada i samband med isdrtagning resp. dtermontering skall de bytas.

3. Rengdr och fetta in alla tétnings och glidytor med teflon-fett eller motsvarande.

Alla O-ringar och tdtningar skall smorjas in fore dtermontering.

4. Anvénd varnolen eller liknande vatska vid rengérning av pumpdelar.

Om vattenbaserad vétska anvands mdste delarna torkas omedelbart for att férhindra
att korrosion uppkommer.

Deklaration om dverenstdmmelse

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Product safety instructions

1. The pump is intended for non-corrosive and petroleum based liquids. It may NOT be
used for other purposes or for pumping gasoline, or other explosive liquids.

2. Check that all components used are suitable for the operating pressure of the system.

Do not use higher pressure than required for the satisfactory functioning of the

system.

Before a system is put into operation it is recommended that the system be

pressurized to 1,3 times max. working pressure.

Before work is undertaken on the pump the compressed air should be disconnected

from the pump and the whole system should then be depressurized.

Check all components thorughly for damage and leakage.

Ensure that the compressed air is disconnected from the pump and the system is

depressurized when system is not in use i.e. overnight or during longer shut down

periods as there is always a risk of hoses bursting or pipework leaking etc.
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General

The pump is made up of two main parts: A compressed air operated two way piston air
motor and a double acting liquid pump. The liquid is sucked into the pump tube via the
bottom valve. When the piston moves upwards liquid is forced out of the fluid outlet.
The fluid is forced out of the pump when the piston is moving in both directions. The
relationship between the air piston and the pump piston determins the ratio of the
pump. If the pump ratio is 5:1 the theoretical fluid pressure will be 5 times to the air
pressure, when the pump stalls out.

The air is exhausted from the pump via a sound attenuator.

Installation/Operation
1. To achieve long pump life we recommend that filter regulator to be installed prior to

the air inlet of the pump.

2. Remove the protective packaging from the pump and also the protective plugs.

3. Fit the 2" pump adaptor firmly on to the barrel, wall bracket or tank connection.

4. Mount the pump into the pump adaptor and lock into position.

5. Fit and secure the outlet hose.

6. Fit and secure the air inlet hose, slowly increase the air pressure letting the pump
slowly build up fluid pressure.

7. Ensure there are no leaks either on the air inlet or at the fluid outlet. To obtain
maximum vacuum all connections should be sealed and tight.

8. Slowly increase the air pressure to optimum working pressure.

Warning ! The maximum permitted air pressure is 10bar, do not exceed this limit.
Service: Before any servicework is carried out the compressed air must be turned off to
the pump or the air coupling disconnected. And the fluid outled must be depressurized
completely.

Maintenance

1. Before any service work is carried out the compressed air must be turned off to the
pump or the air coupling disconnected. And the fluid outlet must be depressurized
completely.

2. Clean the air filter, remove all pollutants including condensed water.

3. Check system for any air or fluid leaks.

4. Always keep the equipment clean and remove foreign objects, ensure no pollutants
enter the barrel as these will be pumped into the system.

5. When changing the barrel make sure the pump remains clean (Do not put on to floor
otherwise the oil will become polluted).

6. When depressurizing the system or removing the outlet hose from the pump ensure
there is a container available to drain the excess oil into.

Service

1. For your personal safety ensure the air is disconnected from the pump, and the fluid
discharge is depressurized before any service is carried out. Be cautious when
repressurizing the system after any service work is carried out.

2. During service procedures it is important to avoid any scratching or any other
damage to gasket or bearings surfaces. Keep tools and benches clean. Be extremely
cautious when assembling or dismantling V-packings and O-rings. Exchange all
worn or damaged parts no matter how slightly damaged they seem.

3. Clean and grease all gasket, bearing surfaces including O-rings and gaskets with
teflon grease when reassembling pump.

4. Try to use paraffin to clean pump parts. If water based cleaners are used, wipe parts
clean & dry immediately to avoid corrosion.
